(Guiding and Empowering 
Students for A�liation and 
Resilience to Unlock their 
Potential) in secondary schools 
to engage students 
meaningfully after school hours

e.g., engagement with youth, national 

servicemen, educators, counsellors and 
parents on anti-drug messages

Biannual Delta 
League by SPF and

Youth Hanging Out 
Late initiative 
by SPF, to notify parents 
and schools of youth found 
in public places late at 
night so as to prevent the 
youth from committing or 
becoming victims of crime
